 January marked the beginning of the Clubõs 25th Anniversary and a new year full of 

exciting changes around the Clubhouse!  The course is in its best early season condition 

since July, 1984!  Greens and tee aeration were completed May 12th and playing surfaces improve daily 

with the warm temperatures!  The $500,000 investment in a new Lake Grant intake, wet well and variable 

speed pump station has, since mid August 2008, reduced the number of irrigation breaks on the course by 

70%.  Good early season playing conditions are always a forecast for a great high season of golf! 

 

 Throughout the winter, we put $3 million dollars into Phase I of our Clubhouse remodel, expanding 

the fitness facility and remodeling the locker rooms.  We are scheduled to complete Phase I of the remodel 

June 1st and could not be more excited for all the new amenities we will soon enjoy!  Phase I of the remodel 

is a direct result of the recent progress that has been made in selling memberships.  Thank you to all of our 

Members for making this a reality!

East River Regional Sanitation District 
 

 East River completed an upgrade to the waste-

water processing plant in January 2009. This new up-

grade greatly improves the efficiency of the plant, mean-

ing cleaner water is being discharged into the river. With 

an ever-vigilant eye to the future we are planning an-

other plant expansion to increase the processing capac-

ity. When the Skyland Community grows by another 50 

to 100 homes, the engineering for the expansion will 

begin.

 The biggest project this summer will be creating a safe biking and walking path from Skyland to 

Crested Butte without ever having to set foot on the highway. The Skyland Community Association in con-

junction with the Skyland Metropolitan District will be constructing a bike path from the postal depot down 

to the Slate River and then across a bridge to the newly constructed path in Riverbend. As Bill LaDuke 

stated in his letter, we have offered to Gunnison County to take over the project of installing the bridge. The 

hope is that with Skyland in control, we can complete the project in a timely and fashionable manner.

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Noxious Weeds 

 Grant and the crew are gearing up to start spraying noxious weeds once again.  Our weed spraying 

program is only a few years old, but it has been very successful!  Unfortunately, the weeds continue to grow 

and we continue to spray common and open space areas as needed. 

 

 If you are interested in having us òspot sprayó the noxious weeds (mostly chamomile daises) on 

your property, please contact our office to get on the schedule.  The cost is currently $25.00 per hour plus 

the cost of the herbicide. 

Direct Pay (ACH) 

 The Skyland Metropolitan District and East River Regional Sanitation District both offer the Direct 

Pay or ACH program.  Once you are signed up, your water and sewer charges will automatically be deducted 

from your bank account on the due date (the last day of each month for water and the last day of each 

quarter for sewer).  You can find the Direct Pay Authorization forms for both Skyland and East River on the 

Skyland website ( www.skylandonline.com ).  Please contact Nola if you have any questions about signing 

up for direct pay. 

Vehicle & Boat Stickers 

 In their continuing effort to curb illegal parking and access to Skyland property owner amenities, 

Skyland Metropolitan District (SMD) has maintained a vehicle and boat sticker program.  We know that 

these stickers have helped the SMD staff enforce parking and use of owner amenities.  If you have not yet

 A new watering schedule was implemented last summer and proved to be much better than the old 

schedule.  So, the new watering schedule will remain in effect this summer.  The day you water is based on 

the last digit of your physical address.  Even-numbered addresses water on even number dates and odd-

numbered addresses water on odd number dates.  The watering times are 12:01am to 10:00am and 

4:00pm to 12:00pm on your water day.  Please remember to turn off irrigation systems when the rains 

come and program watering schedules (durations of each zone) to maintain your lawns and gardens, while 

at the same time conserving as much water as possible.
